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The best news of all is that... the Torah promised that the restoration
of the Jewish people to their land is a direct sign of the future hope of
our Messiah's return.

Someday, maybe very soon, Messiah Yeshua will return to gather His
followers to join Him. Then there will be no more death, no more
sickness, no more fighting, no more tears...

But wait, what if we ruin it again by turning away from God? Will we
have to wait all over again? Will we see our beloved Jerusalem snatched
from our hands again? NO! Just look at this amazing promise God gave

to the prophet Amos...

“I will plant them on their
own soil, no more to be
uprooted from the land,
which I gave them, says
Adonar your God.”
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So, don't be afraid...just believel

God has been faithful to
preserve the Jewish people

for thousands of years and

He alone gave them back their
land in our day! Baruch Ha Sheml!
